It is our pleasure to report the final results of the 2011 Stewardship Campaign. Below
_are the facts and a comparison of the results to the two previous years. The 2010 year
\i)@s slx frfdnths to accommodate the transition to the new fiscal year; total commitments
that year have been doubled to show
g to 2609 and 2011.

The Good News The financial commitments of the congregation will meet the

projected and approved budget, which required $636,000 in commitments. This was
accomplished without a second campaign, as required in 2009. The generosity of those
committing is extraordinary as evidenced by the increase in the average pledge and the
fact that onehalf of those who committed increased their pledge. Twenty households
and individuals made a commitment for the first time or resumed a commitment after an
absence of several years.

The Stewardship Ministry worked with the leadership of the other ministries and
committees, asking each group for 100% participation of their members. At the end of
the campaign, half of the groups were at 100%, and over 90% of these leaders made a
commitment.

The Other Good News.The members of the Stewardship Ministry and their many
velpniges visited with over 60 households during the campaign and made over 75
personal calls. This was complemented by a visible and high energy campaign at the
Church. The feedback we received about
was positive and will be continued in future campaigns. We are grateful for the
openness, hospitality, and fellowship we enjoyed with Church members in all aspects of
the campaigfi thank you! And we are thankful for the participation of our Senior
Minister, George Anastos, in stewardship visits and discussions, which is critical if we
are to approach financial issues in an open and healthy manner.
