As we explored his feelings, we discovered that he, like
everyone else in his church, loved the idea, but he had no
energy around it. He felt he shouldhave energy for this,
but, well, he really couldn't get motivated.

Then he began to describe what he really wanted to do. As
he did this, his eyes lit up, his body posture changed, the
timbre of his voice was remarkably different. Then he
wondered, "Why am I not doing that?" Why indeed.
